Characteris cs: Get an extra edge on disease with L‐93 XD creeping 
bentgrass (Agros s stolonifera).  L‐93 XD  was developed and selected 
under high disease pressure to create a bent with improved tolerance 
and excellent turf quality. L‐93 XD is 
tough and beauƟful with fine leaf 
texture and great color.  

Adapta on: L‐93 XD is best suited to 
golf greens and is adaptable to tees, 
approaches and fairways. It thrives 
across the cool, temperate regions 
of the world and is adapted well into 
the transiƟon zone between warm‐ 
and cool‐season areas.

1‐2 lbs. per 1000 Ō2 (5‐10 g/m2) 
Interseeding:  2‐4 lbs. per 1000 Ō2
